
Set up a booth during the event (mandatory if the opportunity presents itself)
 Post stories on Chantiers jeunesse’s Instagram account throughout the event
Write a text for the ambassador’s blog (prepare a report or share new knowledge)
Create a PowerPoint presentation of what you have learned
Make a short video about your experience

Notebook to take down notes and contact details of the people you’ll meet
Camera or phone

Other promotional items if applicable

Get information about the event
